M/S/P to approve the recommendation of the support committee for the use of Arise and Build funds in the amount of $478,000 to support church planting as follows: 

· $50,000 each per year for four years to support church plant in Edinburgh, Scotland and West Palm Beach, FL

· Up to $1,000 each per year for four years towards pastoral care support for each church planter

· Up to $5,000 a year total to support travel for both church plants (as outlined in MOU's)

· A one-time gift of $25,000 for Redeemer Presbyterian's City to City for ongoing training of the two church planters

· A one-time gift of $25,000 to the EPC General Assembly Church Planting team.
