Worship committee and worship leaders held discussion and planning sessions over the last several months to address the issue of overcrowding in the Genesis 9:45 AM service.  Suggestion to move that Genesis service into the sanctuary would relieve overcrowding, provide meeting space in Fellowship Hall for that hour, and eliminates the need for simulcast and “timing” issues.  Several concerns were expressed.  A motion to move forward and to allocate funds for this purpose was tabled for the present time.
